                        The following rules apply to all groups participating in the RIM contest, February 2008 

 

Benefits/Awards For Rapid i Movement February 2008: 

1) All teams own their own work! IMAGE and the Atlanta Film Festival jointly retain limited 
screening and public performance rights only in perpetuity. 

2) The Top finalists (winners with the highest score from one or more IMAGE screenings) 
will have their films programmed in the 2008 Atlanta Film Festival with other eligible 
RIM films from the November 2007 RIM competition. By winning a program slot with 
other RIM films, you are also eligible for additional select prizes (such as editing or other 
production software) and/or awards that will be announced during the film festival.  

3) Additionally, teams who finish and turn in their films in the 50 hour period and participate 
in the public screenings will have their films uploaded and streamed online for an 
additional Òwild cardÓ online voting competition of which 2 add’l films will advance to 
the Rapid i Movement finals and be programmed with other eligible RIM films (top 
finalists from the IMAGE screening competition and other select notable works) in the 
2008 Atlanta Film Festival. 

4) The Final Top February 2008 RIM finalists (including 2 wild card finalists and a other 
select notable works) will have their films available for broadcast to over 500,000 within 
the Greater Atlanta Market on Comcast On-Demand.  

5) In addition, winning films film will also receive 2 Atlanta Film Festival filmmaker 
badges ( a value of $500) that offers access to their screenings and other 
screenings/events held throughout the 2008 11 day film festival.   

RIM Rules And Regulati ons: 

6) The contest is open to professionals, students and amateurs of all ages and team sizes. 

7) Registration Fee is $50! Go to www.imagefv.org for additional workshop specials offering 
FREE RIM team registration! 
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8) Team registrations are non-transferable and non-refundable. 

9) Registration closes at 10pm, Wednesday, February 27, 2008. 

10) Each filmmaking team must choose a Team Captain(s). There is no age limit for participants, 
but Team Captains must be at least 18 years old. 

11) Team Captains will be responsible for completed film submission, and must bring both the 
receipt from Brown Paper Tickets and any other required paperwork to the kick-off. 

12) Teams may use any type of video or film camera(s) and may spend as much or as little 
money making films. 

13) At kick-off, Team Captains will check in with signed forms, Brown Paper Tickets receipt, etc. 
before receiving their “participation packet” to participate. 

14) Up to 4 team members are welcome at kick-off in addition to the Team Captain. 

15) At kick-off, any designated “secret ingredients” for the film will be revealed in the official 
“participant package.” 

16) All creative components of the film (from script to post production) must take place in the 50 
hour period starting 7pm on Friday, February 29, 2008. Any team found using elements 
created in advance awill be considered cheaters—and will be disqualified.  

17) Each team will be provided one copy of each release form in the “participant package.”  
Teams are responsible for making additional copies of the release form. (The release form will 
also be available for download on the IMAGE Web site: www.IMAGEfv.org.) ALL participants 
must complete release forms (location, crew, and talent) and ALL forms must be returned at 
drop off no later than 9:01pm on March 2nd. (Information about drop-off to be included in 
“participation packet”)  

18) Music must be cleared for world-wide exhibition and not infringe copyright laws. A limited amt. 
of copyright-cleared music may be provided to all teams as part of the required “secret 
ingredients” that are given at kick-off.. NOTE- IF no particular pre-cleared music is required as 
part of the “secret ingredients” or accessible during the competition, the following rules shall 
apply to use of music-  RIM teams are encouraged to work with composers and/or musicians 
to write and record original music for the films in the allotted 50 hour time period as it is in the 
spirit of the rules and fairness of each team to complete all creative elements within the 
allotted time. However, we will allow teams to use pre- 
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recorded music, IF no pre-cleared music, accessible to all teams, is provided or required. All 
teams must still provide a signed release for all music. 

19) On-set sound recorders are allowed. Pre-recorded sound effects are allowed, but must be 
legally cleared. 

20) No copyright material may be used in any film including music, photographs, works of art, 
unlicensed audio, television clips, film clips, signage, etc, unless releases for the material are 
submitted with the finished film. 

21) Animation and special effects are permitted, but must be created during the 50 hour time 
period.  

22) All Òparticipation packagesÓ are due with completed fi lm--submitted on DVD ONLY 
(no miniDV) in paper sleeve by 9pm, March 2 at a location to be determined at kick-
off check-in listed in your Òparticipation packetÓ. 

23) Films must be delivered in standard format (4:3) for projection. 

24) Finished films must be at least 4:50 (4 minutes, 50 seconds) with a maximum 
duration of 6:50, including credits. 

25) Final credit that must be included:

and must be displayed in a readable font against a black background for 6 

seconds 

26) DVD must begin with 2 seconds of black followed by team name, title any 
designated additional required elements, followed by 2 seconds of black. 

27) Participants should make a copy of the film prior to turn-in as the original entry will not be 
returned unless requested after all IMAGE competition screenings. 

28) Content of the film is at the discretion of the participating groups. The organizers reserve the 
right to not screen any film that could be considered pornographic, includes hard core sex or 
acts of violence, or unmitigated stupidity.  In other words, use common sense and don’t 
endanger your cast or crew. 

29) IMAGE reserves the right to screen only certified Rapid i Movement films. 
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30) Screening time of team films will be pre-determined randomly upon team registration. Number 
of screenings are determined according to how many teams participate. 

31) Once teams are registered, receive their group assignments, and we have announced the 
screening schedule, teams are strongly encouraged to purchase advance tickets to their 
group show at Brown Paper Tickets. There are no rules against stacking the house—and the 
audience vote plays a significant role in determining which films will advance. (Go to 
www.imagefv.org for more info on RIM Competi tion Voti ng Procedure for all competition 
screenings and online wild card competition) 

32) IMAGE may add to or amend these rules at any time prior to the beginning of the 50 Hour 
time period. Please keep pages 1-3 of this document for reference. 

33) To be certified as a Rapid i Movement film, each participating team must follow all rules herein 
by initialing each page of this form, sign and date, and turn this form in at the kick-off between  
6pm and 7pm on February 29, 2008 at 535 Means Street NW, Atlanta GA 30318 along with a 
receipt of payment from Brown Paper Tickets.  

I, the undersigned, have read, and I accept and agree with each of the above provisions: 
 

Because of the special nature of the Rapid i Movement, I duly state that I will have all proper permits and 
permissions, licenses and allowances for all of the elements of the team’s entry, and that the team will not 
perform anything destructive, illegal or immoral to obtain said elements during the production of the film. 
Acceptance of finished work within the 50 hour time limit constitutes permission to screen your work as part of the 
Rapid “i” Movement official screenings scheduled for March 2008 and constitutes permission to screen your work 
online on IMAGE and Atlanta Film Festival Web sites for the additional “wild card” online competition. In addition, 
if chosen as one of the Top Finalists through the screening competition, online “wild card” competition, and or 
otherwise chosen as a notable work, you are giving permission to screen your work additionally as part of the 
2008 Atlanta Film Festival program AND also giving permission to broadcast your work locally on Comcast On-
